POISE & PERSONALITY COMPETITION 
 

The judging for the Poise & Personality Competition will be held at Abdallah Shrine, May 14, following the 

dinner at 6:30 p.m.  Contestants are judged and ranked in the following areas: 

 
1. Appearance:  includes good grooming (neatness and cleanliness in all aspects, including 

complexion, hands, hair, and wearing apparel (hat, boots, etc.) and good posture. 
2. Poise:  lady-like conduct in any situation. 

3. TOTAL LOOK:  clothes (choice and fit); length of skirt; crease and shape of hat. 
Contestants shall wear a western dress or skirt ensemble, with belt, hat, and boots. It is 

not necessary to invest in an excessive amount of expensive clothing.  Judges will look 

for versatility and imagination. 
4. Each contestant will have an interview with the Master of Ceremonies regarding her 

interests, activities, hobbies, and family.  Then she will draw a question from a hat about 
the rodeo, its rules, events, language etc. 

 

HORSEMANSHIP COMPETITION 
9:00 a.m.  Leavenworth County Fairgrounds 

 
Judging for the Horsemanship Competition will be held at the Leavenworth County Fairgrounds on 
Saturday, May 15 9:00 a.m.  Contestants will be judged and ranked in the following areas: contestants 

should be ready to ride by 8:30 a.m. 
 

1. Horsemanship:  control of her mount and the way each situation that occurs is handled. 

2. Balance 
3. Position of hands, feet and seat. 

4. Mount and Dismount 
5. Queen’s Run 

 

The contestant’s knowledge and skill are judged, not the horse or equipment. 
 

The reigning Queen sets the pattern for the ride.  A copy is enclosed. 
 

Competition dress should consist of navy blue or black western cut jeans and form-fitting white blouse or 
shirt with long sleeves—shirttail tucked in.  Accessories may be used; hat, boots, belt; chaps are not 

permitted.  All riding attire should be neat and fit properly.  Showmanship will be considered since a 

contestant’s personality does project from horseback to the audience and judges. 
 

The Abdallah Shrine Rodeo Queen will be required to abide by the following rules and criteria during her 
reign from May 27, 2010 to the opening night of the 2011 Abdallah Shrine Rodeo. 

 

 Appear each night of the Abdallah Shrine Rodeo from May 27 through May 29 

 Appear opening night of the 2011 Abdallah Shrine Rodeo to crown her successor 

 Obey all rules and guidelines set by the Miss Rodeo America Board of Directors 

 Agree to make appearances requested by the Chairman, Abdallah Shrine Rodeo Queen Contest 

Permits the Chairman, Abdallah Rodeo Queen Contest, to use her name and picture in press releases 
pertaining to the Abdallah Shrine Rodeo and its Queen Contest.

Walk to Point A and Mount  
 
Ride pattern as follows: 
 
A. Begin work to the right. 

B. Complete first figure eight with small, slow circles. 

C. Complete second figure eight with large, faster circles. 

D. Execute final lead change. 

E. Break to walk or trot and proceed to point F. 

F. Begin first rundown at least 30 feet from rail. 

G. Perform rollback away from Fence and begin second rundown. 

H. Perform second rollback away from fence and begin third rundown. 

I. Run past center marker and execute a sliding stop. 

J. Back to center of arena. 

K. Pivot 90 degrees to the left and walk forward three steps. 

L. Ninety-degree pivot to the right. 

M. One hundred eighty-degree pivot to the left. 

N. One hundred eighty-degree pivot to the right.  Dismount and walk to the exit.
